Anchorlng/Moorlng: All anchoring(thereareno
moorings)is doneoff the southwesside of this tiny place.Depth
dropsoff ratherquickly, but the sandis goodholding. Watchout
for the rocky areasf you creeptoo far north. This areagenerally
hasa strongcurrent,and canbe subjectto swell, so keepan eyeon
all swimmers.

Don't MISS: standingon thatperfectshore,in the softest,
deepessandyou'vefelt, while wavescurl in perfectformsto lap at
your knees the light and color of the wavescansetyou into an
otherworldly,trancelike state.Enjoy.
